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Grevillea ‘Little Jean’

This cute little hybrid of Grevillea 
humifusa was developed at 
Zanthorrea and named after the 
late Jean Hooper. ‘Little Jean’ is a 
very useful and hardy plant only 
growing to about 40cm high. Bright 
red flowers on a soft blue-green 
foliage. You can even use it for a 
low hedge. We have a limited first 
release of 200mm pots with more 
140mm potted plants available later 
this spring.

Anigozanthos ‘Frosty Red’

Formerly called Anigozanthos 
‘Clear Red’, this is a lovely form of 
the Anigozanthos rufus. It has strong 
upright blue-green foliage and deep 
red flowers in spring. Flowers can 
reach up to 80cm high.

Grevillea ‘Red Hedger’

A select form of the variable 
Grevillea thelemanniana, which 
makes an excellent hardy native 
hedge. It has a lush green foliage 
with a dense nature. Grows 1m 
high by 1.5m wide, but can easily 
be hedged smaller if required. We 
find the Grevillea thelemanniana is 
a strong performer in both sun and 
shady spots, and great for bringing 
in the birds to the garden.

Thomasia macrocarpa

The large fruited thomasia has 
lovely soft foliage and grows to 
about 1.5m high. A hardy local 
plant for shady positions, tolerating 
periods of drought.

Stylidium bulbiferum

The flowers on these trigger plants 
are very sweet. Local to our hills 
soil, and looking bright and cheerful 
this time of year. Perfect for mini 
gardens.
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Youlk - Platysace deflexa

What a reward it was to harvest the 
tubers from our display Youlk. I was 
surprised how many we collected 
after just one year! As a bonus you 
don’t have to sacrifice the plant and 
it will grow more, year on year. The 
Ravensthorpe radish truly is a useful 
bush tucker plant and easy to grow 
in a well drained soil.

You can eat the tubers raw, but they 
are also perfect for salads, in San 
Choy Bau or roasted as you would 
carrots.

We have a nice range available 
for sale now in 140mm pots, and 
plenty more growing on.

Plants of Interest
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Sorry, we don’t have that!

The horticulture industry has 
experienced a large upswing 
during the Covid restrictions with 
many people staying home and 
putting time into their garden. It 
has probably helped the mental 
wellbeing of quite a few people. 
One downside is that none of us in 
the plant growing business could 
predict this and so supply could not 
keep up with demand. It often takes 
a year to get even a small plant 
ready for its time in the garden!

Here is the time frame of ‘life of a 
plant in production’:

• The little Hakea seeds were 
planted 5 weeks ago and now 
they are ready to go into their own 
50mm starter pot.

• These acacia cuttings are now 
ready for potting - 8 months from 
starting. Of course others are faster, 
scaevola can be ready in eight 
weeks in summer, these are the 
ones to try at home if you want to 
have a play at cuttings.

Eremophila ‘Pink Passion’

• At last, after 13 months, this 
eremophila is rooted down but 
still a bit small for sale, and the 
eremohilas are among the quickest 
growers in propagation.

So unless we started it a year ago, 
or one of the wholesale growers has 
it, we often can’t help with requests 
for particular plants. Luckily, the 
nursery is starting to look fairly full 
again and we can usually come up 
with a suitable alternative.

Time to Propagate

If you are finding it hard to source 
a particular plant you have in the 
garden. Why not try propagating it 
yourself.

TIP: Make sure you keep your little 
cuttings humid but not soggy. A 
daily misting spray with some water 
will be plenty.

Big Pots!

We have sourced some large 
terracotta pots that would be 
suitable for growing a small tree, or 
feature plant.

Controlling Fungus Gnats for 
Indoor Plants

These little bugs can be a problem 
with indoor plants, especially in 
damp conditions. They lay their 
eggs in the top of the potting mix 
and can lead to root rot.

Three low toxic ways of control 
are:

• Diatomacious Earth mixed in the 
top of the soil. It sticks to the gnats 
and dehydrates and immobilises 
them.

• Use a neem oil solution soil 
drench and re-apply as needed.

• Use sticky yellow traps to remove 
adults. Also helps with ID’ing them.
